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On the Use of BA Conditionals in Realized Situations

This paper discusses the use of BA conditionals in realized situations, which refer to causal
relationship (Causal BA conditionals) and non-causal relationship (Non-causal BA conditionals) .
It analyzes the overgeneralization and the exclusive concequence implied by Causal BA
conditional sentences, and attempts to show that speaker's subjective reasoning has a great
influence on the generalizaion of causal relationship between realized events. It also describes
that NODA adds the overtones to the Non-causal BA conditionals, for it indicates some
explanation and/or judgements and gives the conditionality to the statement represented in the
antecedent clause. Hence, this paper concludes that BA conditionals in realized situations are
subjective expressions which are used to represent speaker's reasoning based on the realized

events.
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
